
Under the Volcano Tour: Info Pack

Under the Volcano 2015

Summary

Our  tour  starts  in  Cholula in  the 
Mexican state of Puebla, near the city 
of Puebla. We recommend flying into 
Puebla on or before Tuesday Dec. 1st 
and back home on or after Tuesday 
Dec. 15th (Puebla airport is very close 
to Cholula). Of course you may prefer 
to come earlier or stay longer; let us 
know and we will make hotel 
reservations for you. We urge you to 
book your flight as soon as possible.

You  will  be  responsible  for 
taking  a  taxi  from  Puebla 
airport to the hotel in  Cholula; 
Casa Calli  at Portal Guerrero 
No.  11;  tel.:  (222)261-5607/8. 
Once  checked  in  you  can 
unpack  and  reassemble  your 
bike  and  we  will  store  your 
bike box at the hotel for your 
flight home. On Tuesday Dec. 
1st we will meet at 6pm in our 
hotel lobby for our first group 
dinner and our tour orientation.

We start easy and ride all the
quietest  most  beautiful  roads  in  the
region. We will cycle a big loop around
the  Puebla  plateau  with  a  few  good
ups and downs over mountains,  with
majestic  views  of  Popocatepetl,  La
Malinche and Orizaba to name a few

and finally we will return to Cholula.
Over our 10 days of riding we will
average  61km  daily  and  cover  a
total of about 606km. We will travel
almost  entirely  within  the  state  of
Puebla,  with a short  jaunt through
Tlaxcala. Our daily rides will take us
to  various  towns  and  cities
including;  Tlaxcala,  Huamantla,
Ciudad Serdan,  Tehuacan,  Tepexi
de  Rodriguez,  Izucar  de
Matamoros, Atlixco and then finally

back  to  Cholula.  We  recommend
that you take the time and spend an
extra day or two in the area to also
explore Puebla city.

At the end of the tour; on Monday Dec. 
14th we will return to Cholula. You 
should disassemble and once again 
pack your bike in your bike box; ready 
for your flight home. Please allow plenty 
of time when you take a taxi back to 
Puebla airport, or plan to spend an 
extra day or two in Puebla city 
exploring this UNESCO World 
Heritage site.

Count  on  a  total  of  about 
US$240  for  accommodations 
(based  on  double  occupancy); 
about  US$180  for  food  and 
drink;  and  about  US$150  for 
miscellaneous  extras  such  as 
taxi,  bus  transportation,  and 
entrance  fees.  Err  on  having a 
little  extra  and  make  sure  to 
save  a  little  money  for 
souvenirs.  Please  note  that  in 
order to guarantee you a spot on 
the  tour,  the  outstanding 
balance of the guides’ fee must 
be received by us no later than 
October 1st.
